Dear Parents,

It is with great pleasure that we welcome your child to our class.  We look forward to an exciting and rewarding school year.  In order to provide our students with an excellent educational climate, we have developed the following classroom discipline plan that will be in effect at all times.

Rules:

1. Listen carefully.

2. Follow directions the first time they are given.

3. Work quietly- do not disturb others who are working.

4. Respect others- be kind with words and actions.

5. Respect school and personal property.

6. Work and play safely.

If a student chooses to break a rule, a verbal warning is given to that student.  We have listed below the consequences of continued inappropriate behavior.
Consequences:


For this assertive discipline plan, each child has an individualized card pocket on our classroom behavior chart.  When a rule is broken, colored number strips are placed in the student’s card pocket as follows:

1st time:
A verbal warning is given.  The child places a “warning” strip in



their card pocket. 

2nd time: 
The child places a #1 (green) strip into the pocket.  The child sits for 



for three minutes in “time-out”. 

3rd time: 
The child places a #2 (yellow) strip into the pocket.  The child sits for



five minutes in “time-out”.

4th time:  
The child places a #3 (pink) strip into the pocket.  A “Sad-Gram” explaining the child’s inappropriate behavior will be sent home that day.  The “Sad-Gram” is to be reviewed by the parents, signed, and returned the next day.

5th time:
The child places a #4 (blue) strip into the pocket.  The child is sent to


the principal’s office.  Parents are called by the teacher.

     An immediate “Sad-Gram” will be sent for the following actions: use of

offensive language, intentionally harming another child, inappropriate behavior

during Mass, or any other severe infraction.

     Students will be rewarded for good behavior with verbal praise and other

treats daily.  A stamp on the hand is given every day to the children who do not pull

any strips or to those who pull only their warning strip.  If your child does not have

a stamp on their hand when they get home, it is your signal to ask how things went 

at school that day.

     In addition, the children may also be invited to sign our “Good News” chart. 

This is part of the “catch them being good” philosophy when simple behaviors are

rewarded throughout the day.  A child can be sent to the “Good News” chart for

helping a friend, for working hard, for setting a good example for others, or for

similar good choice behaviors. This is separate from the conduct chart.  In other

words, a child can go the conduct chart and the “Good News” chart on the same

day.

     It is in your child’s best interest that we work together with regard to their

education. We will keep you informed about your child’s progress in our class. We

will be sending home a conduct report each Friday.  A sample is attached to this

letter.  This report needs to be reviewed, signed, and returned in your child’s

folder the following Monday.  We hope this will keep you informed of your child’s 

behavior.  Please talk to your child about their conduct report each week.
     We have already discussed this plan with your child but we would appreciate it

if you would review the disciple plan with him/her before signing below.  Please

keep this information in your child’s “take home” folder as a handy home reference. 

For your convenience, we have punched holes in this letter so that you can place is

directly in the folder.
