Dear Parents,

Happy New Year!  As we begin the second semester, we will continue our focus on computation of 2 and 3 digit numbers, place value to 1,000, and critical thinking with word problems. We will also continue with the Rocket Math program. Mastery of basic addition and subtraction facts remains a high priority!   Please support your child with this by encouraging them to practice their facts on a daily basis.
In addition to regularly assigned homework, we will begin a nightly review of math concepts in the format of Math Minutes.  These short worksheets will include basic math problems which help students retain their math skills.  They may also include math concepts, such as time and money, which have been covered previously in first grade, but not yet in second grade.  

Students will be asked to complete the Math Minutes independently without a time limit.  However, it should only take them a few minutes, at most, to complete.  If they need assistance with concepts not yet reviewed this year, please provide it.  The Math Minutes will be distributed on a weekly basis, placed in the blue folder and assigned nightly.  As with any other papers in the blue folder, please do not remove them!  We will check Math Minutes daily in class and their completion will be included in the math homework grade.  Blue folders will be emptied and papers sent home as we complete each chapter.
As a reminder, please be sure to check your child’s red notebook daily for math homework assignments.  Reinforcement at home of math skills presented in class is vital to your child’s success in math!
